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Our commitment to disciple-building has
remained unwavering. In fact, ministry output
has grown as we've optimized our delivery
methods, expanded our digital reach, and
empowered leaders globally through more
efficient and scalable training initiatives. These
efforts have allowed us to serve more
individuals and communities while stewarding
resources well, demonstrating both agility and
sustainability. We've analyzed the data from
the 2024 ministry year, and here are the key
takeaways:

1. Our ministry is clearly growing!

2. The world is awakening to the need
for discipleship, and we are right in the
middle of it! And people are finding us!

3. The shift to the Leadership Institute
training cohort method versus seminar-
style training is bearing and multiplying
fruit. Smaller, slower cohorts =
highly-relational, impassioned
disciple makers. This is how Jesus did
it, and it changed the world.
